I’d like to think he was going to help us cope with $4 a gallon gasoline, but he’s
actually going to demonstrate how to cope with coping. Curt will present a hands-on session on using
coping saws to help install fantastically professional wood trim. 

Curt will bring what he calls “several tons of leftover molding” on which members can practice.
Members will need to bring a coping saw and a replacement blade for insurance. A medium cut is best.
Curt will show us how to prepare for the job, plus several tricks of the trade that will make this a fun
job instead of one that fills the house with naughty words! He will have a handout so we can save time
for cutting. 

Curt, who is sometimes prone to hyperbole, said “You may not know that a coping saw was
named for dealing with nasty corners where a mason left a stone proud, or a plasterer left too much
plaster where mitered joints do not work. The workman would utter to himself, ‘How am I going to
cope with this problem?’ Thus, the coping saw was born.”
