THE SEPTEMBER PROGRAM
We’re kicking off the new year with a presentation by one of our members, Curt Andersen.

Most of you know Curt: a skilled woodworker, a knowledgeable woodworker, an entertaining
woodworker, and a tad on the fringy edge.

Curt Andersen will discuss the story pole, also known as the rod layout system. This is a time-
honored way to insure your cabinet, chest of drawers, or fireplace mantel, etc., is perfectly sized. Using
the story pole is the mark of a real pro.

Curt will demonstrate how a very basic sketch can be turned into full-sized measurements and
drawings without huge amounts of paper or large investments in time. This is a very simple procedure
and can make cabinetmaking much easier by helping the builder visualize the project, while reducing
costly mistakes.

Remember this! Bring a small measuring tape and a pencil (NOT a pen!) to the meeting on
Friday, September 19th ! Curt will have handouts to make it even easier.
